WATERCOLOR PIGMENTS by Winsor & Newton (“Artist-quality” tubes, not pans):

1 - Cobalt Blue

1 - French Ultramarine

1 - Rose Madder Genuine

1 - Aureolin Yellow

1 - Burnt Umber

WATERCOLOR BRUSHES (be sure you get “watercolor” brushes):

1 - Size 12 or Size 14 Round 

1 - Size 6 Round

1 - Size 2 Rigger

1 - One-inch wide Flat  (also called a “one-stroke” brush) 

If you also can spring for a 1½-inch Flat or if you have one, please bring it, but it’s not absolutely necessary 

WATERCOLOR PAPER: 

1 - Arches 9”x 12” block of 140-lb cold press

MISCELLANEOUS:  Bring your beverages and a sandwich plus your snacks.  (My studio has a microwave, a small refrigerator, and a bathroom with cold running water)  We will maximize the use of our time and eat at the worktable as we want.  We will alternate sitting and standing as we work and take comfort breaks while our paint dries.  It will be a very relaxed, fun, and productive experience for all of us.  

ABOUT ART SUPPLIES:  Your brushes and paints are your most important “tools”.  These should be the best quality you can afford to buy.  Brushes are made for different media.  Be sure you get WATERCOLOR brushes.  I order all of my art supplies on-line from Dick Blick. The selection is generally the best I’ve found and the prices are hard to beat.  The URL is http://www.dickblick.com/ if you want to check out the web site.  You can also order via phone.  The toll-free number is (800)-828-4548.  

Don’t waste your money on cheap brushes such as those made with camel hair.  They do not perform well, and there's nothing more annoying than trying to lift a stray brush hair out of wet paint.  Winsor & Newton’s line of Sceptre Gold watercolor brushes combines sable hair with a blend of synthetic fibers to produce a brush that approaches the performance of pure sable yet at a moderate price.  I have a number of these brushes.  They're not top-of-the-line, which can be quite expensive; neither are they the cheapest.  They will serve you well and some will last a very long time.  

My “flats” are synthetic-bristle brushes.  The one that I use and recommend you getting is Dick Blick's own 

studio synthetic flat brush.  The stock number is 05842-1001.  It’s listed as a Wash, Size 1”.  It costs around $22. 

I use Winsor & Newton pigments almost exclusively.  Again, I’ve found Dick Blick to have the best prices.  Purchase either 5ml or 14ml tubes, whichever better fits your budget and your future needs. Get only “artist” quality paints, not “student” nor “scholastic” grade.

Unlike loose sheets of watercolor paper, watercolor blocks do not require stretching.  You can get right to the painting process!  Arches 140-lb. cold press is good for most painters, styles, and techniques. If you order from the Dick Blick web site, look for stock number 10020-1003.  It’s the block with the green cover.
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
